Episcopal: This fund sup-
ports Bishops who are 
elected and consecrated to 
speak to the church and 
from the church.  Bishops 
have the practical task of 
overseeing and promoting 
the churchôs spiritual and 
secular concerns.  
 
Black College Fund: The 
UMC supports the 11 his-
torically Black colleges and 
universities in the USA. 
Their graduates are leaders 
in our rapidly diversifying 
nation.     
 
Interdenominational Co-
operation: United Method-
ists acknowledge that we 
are part of a much larger 
Christian community.   
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The mission of the church is to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world. 

Because of this, we collaborate 
with the National Council of the 
Churches of Christ in the USA,  
Pan-Methodist Commission, 
World Council of Churches, 
Churches Uniting in Christ, and 
the World Methodist Council.   
 
Africa University: Located in 
Zimbabwe, AU is Africaôs only 
United Methodist-related uni-
versity on the continent.  It has 
over 1,200 students from 36 
African countries working to-
ward their bachelorôs, masterôs, 
and doctorate degrees.       
 
General Administration: This 
fund finances the general 
churchôs administrative activi-
ties.  Itôs the oil that lubricates 
the gears advancing the 
churchôs efforts to inspire 
hearts and lives with the Holy 
Spirit.   
 
Most importantly, what do Mat-
toon First UMCôs apportion-
ments actually do? The short 
answer is that by being con-
nected together to churches 
near and far, we here in Mat-
toon can accomplish what no 
individual church, district, or 
annual conference could on its 
own. Because of this, each 
individual, family, and congre-
gation provides a fair portion 
for the churchôs work just like 
when we pray and sere. Every 
little bit adds up to make a big 
difference.

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Welcome to the Circuit Writer!  
 
Have you ever heard someone 
use the word ñapportionmentsò 
in church and wondered what 
they meant? Perhaps you did 
ask what it meant and the 
quick answer you received was 
that they are like taxes, but for 
the church.  
 
Simply put, ñapportionmentsò is 
United Methodist jargon for the 
money we contribute to be a 
part of the system that keeps 
us together, or united, as a 
global denomination. Kind of 
like our local churchôs tithe to 
the larger church.  
 
This year, Mattoon UMC will 
pay around $33,000 in appor-
tionments, down about $10,000 
from last year. Our churchôs 
share is calculated based on 
what we spend on the salary 
and benefits of our staff, 
church programs (education, 
witness, outreach, mercy, com-
passion, and worship), and 
operation expenses (office 
operations, maintenance, in-
surance, and utilities) divided 
by the total budget of the Illi-
nois Great Rivers Conference.   
 
Last year, the conference re-
ceived 90% of what it asked for 
in apportionments compared to 
the overall budget and in turn 
spent 90% of its budget on 
budgeted expenditures. In the 
end, this created a $38,000 
surplus for the conference 
based on an overall budget of 
$11 million.   
 
Beyond the conference, there 
are seven funds within the 
UMC:  
 

World Service: This is the 
heart of our global outreach 
ministry that funds missions 
around the world.
